What is Kairos?

Kairos is a ministry of passing on the love of God and Agape plays a major role in that endeavor.  Agape is the love of God delivered by God’s people.  All those gifts of Agape are tangible examples of His love, passed on by the family of God.

For many Christians, Jesus’ call to visit the prisoner is beyond imagination.  But that is just what he calls some to do on His behalf.

What role does Prayer play in the Kairos Ministry?

Prayer is the power behind the Agape gifts.  The power comes from the spiritual significance of the gifts.  Prayer is the starting point for unleashing that power!  

How do Cookies bring others to Christ?

Homemade cookies are a tangible expression of Christian love and an indication of God’s concern for a group of people who seldom encounter either in the course of their daily lives.  Pray that each cookie brings the inmate, officer or warden who eats it closer to God.  As Christians we want every person to become part of the family of God.   These cookies made by the Body of Christ are a wonderful example of Agape.  It is an opportunity to be part of the “pipeline” that will carry Christ’s living waters directly to the hearts of the residents.

What are some other ways to show Agape?

Posters and place mats put a face on the Body of Christ!  Men and Women can see the Body of Christ through the tangible display of posters.  We invite everyone to be a part of Kairos and step into the prison through their expression of Christ’s love.  Sunday School Classes, Bible Study groups, all Church organizations can get in on the love giving.

Personal letters are really love letters from God.  Surely, God uses the hands and hearts of His people to transcribe His messages of love to a letter for the residents.  Remember it is not our letter, but a simple profound message of love and hope that comes straight from God.

Cookie Guidelines

Cookies should be between 2 inches and 2 ½ inches in diameter and not more than ½ inches thick.  It is very important not to use icing, sugar or any other type of coating on the outside of the cookie.  Don’t add any kind of fruit or nuts to the cookies.  A simple recipe is a box of cake mix, 2 eggs and 1/3 cup of oil.  

Place cooled cookies in layers, separated by wax paper, in a sturdy cardboard container.  Label each container with the quantity of cookies and type inside.  Freeze all cookies if not used within a week.
